•International students who hold D-2 Visa can have opportunity to do part-time work in Korea during one’s 

study period.   

•According to Korean immigration rules and regulations, all international students must report one’s part-

time work to local immigration office. 

•Allowed working hours: Maximum 30 hours per week during semester. Unlimited working hours only during 

vacation. 

•Allowed working places and categories: Translation, serving at restaurant or coffee shops, simple office 

work assistant (Any kind of teaching, teaching assistant or lecturing activity is strictly prohibited) 

 

•Final approval of your work will be made by the officer of immigration office.  

If you violate part-time work regulation,  

- Found your violation first time: you cannot do part time work for one year 

- Found your violation second time: you cannot do part time work for good 

- Found your violation third time: your study permit will be canceled for good
